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Late Spring
 Bible Lands Tour 

Directed by Craig James Ostler and Craig Manscill
Days 1–2:  Saturday and Sunday, April 21 and 22 U.S.A. • Transatlantic Flight • Israel    
We will take morning flights from our home cities, change planes in New York, and arrive 
the following afternoon at the Ben Gurion Airport near New Testament Lydda, where Peter 
healed Aeneas. If time allows, we will visit the historic city of Jaffa, where Peter received 
the important revelation about taking the gospel to the Gentiles. Our drive takes us through 
Tel Aviv, the largest Jewish metropolitan area in the world, then north along the coast of the 
Mediterranean Sea to Haifa. Here we will check in to the Leonardo Haifa Hotel for the night. 

Day 3: Monday, April 23 Haifa • Caesarea • Muhraka • Megiddo
Today we visit Haifa (modern port of Israel) then stop for a view to recount some Church 
history related to this area. Next we travel down the Mediterranean coast to the Roman New 
Testament seaside capital, Caesarea and its ancient theater. We will drive along the top of 
Mount Carmel to Muhraka, traditional site of Elijah’s confrontation with the prophets of Baal, 
to enjoy a view of the Jezreel Valley and talk about its historical importance of this valley.  If 
time allows, we’ll stop at ancient Megiddo with its 22 levels of occupation and discuss its past 
and possible future.  After driving across the Jezreel Valley past Nain we will continue to the 
Sea of Galilee and to our lodgings at Kibbutz Ma’agan or similar accomodations.

Day 4: Tuesday, April 24 Sea of Galilee • Capernaum • Banias • Golan Heights
We begin today with an early with a boat ride across the Sea of Galilee to Nof Ginosar to visit 
the boat museum. We will then travel to ancient Capernaum, Jesus’ home during His ministry.  
Our next visit will be to the Mount of Beatitudes, the traditional site of the Sermon on the 
Mount. On our way north we pass near the ruins of Tel Hazor, then stop at Banias, ancient 
Caesarea Philippi, at the foot of Mount Hermon. On the Golan Heights we will stop at Mount 
Bental to not only admire the view but to orient ourselves to the geography and history of the 
area.  Upon our return to the lake, we will return to our lodging at Ma’agan.

Day 5: Wednesday, April 25    Beit Shean • Mount Tabor • Nazareth 
We’ll begin our day at the south end of the Sea of Galilee where the Jordan River leaves the 
lake at Yardenit.  We continue on to Beit Shean, where King Saul’s body was hung on the wall 
by the Philistines.  We head to the top of Mount Tabor, probable site of Christ’s transfiguration, 
and discuss the sacred events that happened here.  We will travel to Nazareth, Jesus’ boyhood 
home, where we will visit the Nazareth Village and briefly reflect on His early life. We will stay 
the night at the Golden Crown Hotel in Nazareth.

Day 6: Thursday, April 26	 Jericho • Masada • Qumran • Jerusalem
This morning we will drive down the Jordan River Valley. to visit the ancient site of Old 
Testament Jericho, then drive south along the Dead Sea to King Herod’s ancient mountaintop 
fortress of Masada and take the tram to the top and explore the historic ruins.  We will 
stop at Qumran, where the Dead Sea Scrolls were found followed by lunch and the floating 
experiences of a lifetime at the Dead Sea. Following near the Old Roman Road through the 
Wadi Kelt, we will arrive in Jerusalem and visit the Mount of Olives. We will check in to the 
Olive Tree Hotel for the rest of the trip. (Jimmy’s, Omar’s, Bagdadi’s.)

Day 7: Friday, April 27	 Bethlehem • Bethany • Western Wall
In Bethlehem we will visit the Church of the Nativity and Manger Square with the opportunity 
to shop for olive wood in Bethlehem. We will have lunch at the Palms Restaurant then travel 
to Shepherds’ Field to contemplate the message given to the shepherds of the Messiah’s 
birth. If time allows, we will drive to Bethany where we will visit the Tomb of Lazarus and the 
traditional site of the home where he lived with his sisters, Mary and Martha. For those who 
wish, in the evening we will welcome in Shabbat at the Western Wall.

Day 8: Saturday, (Shabbat), April 28   BYU Jerusalem Center • Garden Tomb
Our Sabbath morning begins with an overlook of the Old City and attendance at sacrament 
meeting at the BYU Jerusalem Center.  After lunch we will visit the Orson Hyde Memorial 
Garden, for a view of the Old City and to review some of the LDS history related to this land, 
before entering the Garden of Gethsemane.   Our Sabbath day will conclude by visiting the 
Garden Tomb.  Here we will see Golgotha, to talk about the Savior’s crucifixion, and then the 
tomb, where the body of Christ was interred and from which He arose on that Easter Sunday.

Day 9: Sunday, April 29	 Yad Vashem • Old City of Jerusalem • City of David
We today by visiting Yad Vashem which houses the holocaust museum and later the Model City, 
a scale city of Jerusalem at the time of the Savior. After lunch we will travel to the Old City 
to visit the ancient temple stones and steps that led to the temple. We will go down to the 
City of David that includes ruins from the time of the prophets Jeremiah and Lehi then enter 
Hezekiah’s Tunnel and wade through this exciting third-of-a-mile historic marvel. We’ll see 
the Pool of Siloam and other recently uncovered ruins of the biblical period. Afterward we will 
return to our hotel or take an optional walk-and-shop through the Old City. 

Day 10: Monday, April 30	 Temple Mount • Mount Zion
We will enter the Old City through the Dung Gate to tour the Holy Mount or Mount Moriah, site 
of the temples of Solomon and Herod and location of the Dome of the Rock and the El Aksa 
Mosque. From there we’ll visit St. Peter’s in Gallicantu, traditional site of Christ’s judgment by 
Caiaphas.  We will enjoy a special Passover lunch on Mount Zion and then visit the Upper Room 
to commemorate the Last Supper.  The rest of the afternoon will be free for those who would 
like to shop and site see.

Day 11-12: Tuesday & Wednesday, May 1 & 2       Jerusalem • Transatlantic Flight • Home
Our final day in Jerusalem will be free for shopping, seeing sights around the city on your own 
and doing final packing for our departure.  Following dinner at the hotel, those not going to 
Jordan will depart for the airport and the flight home. The night will be spent flying from the 
Ben Gurion Airport near Tel Aviv to the U.S.A.—taking with us never-to-be-forgotten memories 
and friendships.  We should arrive home in the morning.

Day 12: Wednesday, May 2	 Israel • Jordan-Petra
We will drive down Bab el Wad, passing Kirjath-Jearim for a stop on ancient Beth Shemesh where 
Israel received the lost Ark of the Covenant. We’ll continue on to the Valley of Elah where David 
slew Goliath, then south down the Arava and recall the travels of Lehi’s family through this same 
area. We will then enter the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan then turn north to the areas of Moab and 
Edom.  We will check into the Taybet Zaman Hotel for the night.

Day 13: Thursday, May 3	    Petra • Amman
Petra is a unique city carved out of sandstone by the nomadic Nabatean Arabs. We will visit its 
beautiful temples, tombs and a theater carved out of the cliffs which surround the hidden valley. 
Following our tour of Petra we will drive north to Amman the Capital of the Kingdom of Jordan, as 
we trace the route of Moses and Israel.  We check in to the Geneva Hotel.

Day 14-15: Friday & Saturday, May 4 & 5	    Medeba • Mount Nebo • Ben Gurion Airport
Today we visit Medeba with its interesting mosaic map of the area from the sixth century. We will 
also make a stop at Mount Nebo to discuss the view that Moses had of the “Promised Land.” We will 
recall the baptism of Christ and other Biblical events at the Jordan River before crossing back in to 
Israel at the Sheikh Hussein border to have dinner and catch our flight back to the U.S.A. and our 
homes. Our flight to our homes will begin early and we will arrive home the morning.
